At 10 am on Friday June 4 the long awaited day arrived
when work would commence on the foundations ol the
Great Stupa of Universal Compassion. The exact time
for the commencement of work on the Great Stupa was
selected by Geshe Ngawang Dakpa, a Tibetan Geshe

based at Tse-Chen Ling Centre in San Fransisco. This date

was identified as the “"absolute best” or most auspicious
date for work on the foundations to commence.

A group of over 50 people were present to witness this
once-in-a-millennium event which began with a speech
by Wayne Thomson, a Director of The Great Stupa Ltd.
This was followed by a blessing ceremony by Geshe
Konchok Tsering (the teacher at Atisha Centre and
Thubten Shedrup Ling Monastery). Once the ceremony
was complete, to the delight of everyone present, Geshe
Konchok Tsering mounted the digging machine and
pulled the lever to make the [irst dig ol the foundations.
First stage foundations, at a cost of over $150,000, are
expected to be complete by late July 2004.
